A scholarship committee will select the $500 winner.

Please send a resume that includes the following information:


Names, May 2008 (home, school) addresses, telephone numbers, age.


If currently employed, state location and nature of your work. If not employed, name positions you have held. Describe duties.


Are you a high school graduate? Where? Name special interests.


Did you attend college? Where? What was your major and years attended?


Please indicate how you hope to improve your skills if you receive a scholarship. Where would you enroll in a course or workshop?


If you have samples of your journalistic work, please send a few non-returnable copies for the judges to see.


The Kleinhenz scholarship winner will be invited to attend the May meeting as a luncheon guest of the Woman’s Press Club of Indiana, when the award will be made. The winner is responsible for her travel expenses. The time and place of the award will be announced upon notification.


The scholarship winner has one year from the date of receiving the scholarship to enroll at a public or private college or university to take a course or workshop for credit or non-credit. The course or workshop must be one that will improve the winner’s skills in one of the following categories: Newspaper editorial, advertising or promotion; Magazine writing, editing, photography, graphics/layout or advertising; Public relations or advertising copy writing or graphics for brochures, news releases, radio/TV public service announcements, planning campaigns or doing promotions; or commercial or public radio or television news, continuity, advertising or promotion. (The WPCI does not fund courses in English, typing, computers, speech, theater, history, etc.)


The Woman’s Press Club of Indiana will send the scholarship recipient a check for $500 when the winner submits evidence to the state treasurer that she has enrolled in a course or workshop. This may be a photocopy of a receipt or class schedule certified by the instructor or department head. The receipt should specify the title of the course the winner will take. Winners will have one year from May 15, 2008 to enroll in a course to fulfill the requirements of this scholarship.
