Hortense P. Myers Memorial Journalism Scholarship

A $500 scholarship will be awarded in 2008 to a qualified Indiana college or university journalism student who sends the required materials.

Qualifications:

Applicants must have completed 48 semester hours of college work and:


have a declared study concentration in journalism, leading to a career in that field;


have completed a minimum of 9 hours of journalism courses;


have achieved an overall grade point average of 2.5 or better; and


must be enrolled in minimum of 6 hours coursework at the time award is given.

Each applicant should send:


a transcript of grades,


a recommendation from a journalism professor,


a one-page resumé including social security number, and May (home and school) addresses and phone numbers,


a letter describing goals and reason for requesting the scholarship.


The scholarship winner will be invited to the May meeting as a luncheon guest of the Woman’s Press Club of Indiana at which time the award will be made. Travel expenses are the responsibility of the winner. The time and place will be announced when the winner is notified.


Woman’s Press Club will send the scholarship winner a check for $500 when the winner submits to the treasurer evidence from the university or college that she/he has enrolled in at least six hours of credit courses. This may be a photocopy of a receipt or class schedule certified by the instructor or department head. The winner will have one year from May 15, 2008 to fulfill the requirements of this scholarship.
